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Decline of Enrollment
Numbers
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Reason 1: Lack of population growth

 Traditional-aged college students

 Loss of job opportunities for parents
caused migration outside of the
Midwest

« Great Recession led to less childbearing

 Decline of high school graduates

« After 2025, according to the Western
Interstate Commission for Higher
Education’s KnocRing at the College Door
report, the number of high school graduates
will drop from 720,000 to 670,000

A December 2019 report from
the National Student
Clearinghouse® Research
Center™ revealed a nationwide
decline in fall college
enrollments of more than 2M
from 2012-2019 with the trend
expected to continue.
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Reason 2: COVID

 Traditional-aged college students
* Increase In gap years
« Educational uncertainty

e Financial concerns
« Numerous conversations in the media about student debt crisis
 Stay closer to home

« Avoid COVID hotspots
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Reason 3: Lack of interest in the
traditional college experience

 Traditional-aged college students

» Seek shorter, career-focused programs that don't warrant an out of
state move

« Growth in online courses and programs

 Stackable credentials that don’t lend themselves to a four-year
residential college experience

* Increase in the number of programs aligned with needs of local
employers
